1. Introduction
The introduction must present an original, important, or very novel argument. Also, clarify the problem. You may also consider the rationale for the research, its objectives, and the background of the problem. Try to keep your paragraphs between five and ten lines long.
Starting with the second paragraphs of all sections, they must be indented. Write short sentences, where the subject of the sentence, the main verb and the predicate are clear. Prioritize paraphrases over direct quotes. The citation style is APA 7ª. edition. The conjugation of the verbs in the introduction is present and past.


2. Method of research
The conjugation of the verbs in the Research Method section is in the past tense. Consider that the method explains what was done, how it was done, when it was done, and why it was done. Therefore, verbs should be in the past tense.
Avoid mentioning tables and figures in the article narrative. Prioritize the reference of tables and figures in parentheses (Table 1). An example. All analyzes were performed in R language and all information used (cvs files) and created (R language code) was synthesized (Table 1). Consider the format of the tables when writing your article: Table number in bold without a full stop; table title in italics without a full stop. Note that when a table spans a page, the column names are repeated.

Note. In APA 7th citation style, edition puts the word Note in italics, followed by a period and followed. If the table is your own creation, it is not necessary to put the legend Own creation.


3. Results
The conjugation of the verbs in the Results section is in the past tense. Consider that the results have already been obtained, therefore avoid the conjugation in the present tense. Prioritize the reference of the figures in parentheses (Figure 1). Below is an example. The scientific journal Transdigital is indexed in different scientific databases, for example, in Index Copernicus International (Figure 1).

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4. Discusion 
The conjugation of the verbs in the Discussion section is primarily in the present and past. Consider that the discussion dialogues with the results of other research results like the one you present. Therefore, in this section there should be many citations since the aim is to contrast the results of your research with other similar research. 	
	
You can present the Discussion section separately from the Conclusions section; or, if you wish, you can present them together.

5. Conclusions
If you decide to present the Discussion and Conclusion sections separately or together, in any case, the verbs in both sections will primarily be conjugated in the present and past. Consider that there should be no citations in the conclusions because it is the section where the authors of the article offer their proposals.
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
